is the house in which orphans are
well treated.” y Bukhar

Although Dar al-Salam is not an orphanage, a
portion of the enrolled students are orphans and
they are given extra care and attention. The
school's special regard for orphan’s lies with the
founder, Shaykh Saleck bin Sidine, who lost his
father at a very young age.

Shaykh Saleck’s care of orphans began by taking
his younger brother, Faqih bin Sidine, under his
wing to teach. Fagih was only 4 years old when he
lost his father The majority of Fagih's education
was under the tutelage of Shaykh Saleck and Fagih
is now one of the main instructors at Dar al-Salam.

The great honor and responsibility in taking care
of orphans is not only in providing them food and
shelter, but more importantly they must be given
emotional and spiritual nourishment. Their
caretaker must be for them the parent that they
are missing. The Messenger of Allah % said,

“The best fathers are those that teach you.”

All of the students at Dar al-Salam are provided
with food, shelter clothing and medicine along
with free tuition. The majority of students come to
the school with little more than the clothes on
their backs and the desire to learn. Without the
support of Dar al-Salam, many students would end
up working in family-owned stores at a young age

and cut short their education.
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It has been the generous donations of the Muslims in
the 1.5, Canada, the UK and Australia that has taken
the Dar al-Salam project from a dream to a reality.
Shaykh Saleck began teaching from his home in 1996.
The Dar al-Salam Project began in 2002 and property
was purchased in 2004. The students moved to the
new facilities in 2005, Over the years, 85 students have
memorized the Quran.
There are also a
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Dar al-Salam, like other traditional schools in
Mauritania, maintains a curriculum and method of
teaching that has been time tested for over a thousand
years, Students of all ages study and memorize sacred
texts that deal with the various aspects of Islam.

The Dar al-S8alam School in Mauritania provides a
refuge for people of all ages and backgrounds to learn
and prosper, but it has within its walls a special
regard for students that happen to be orphans,

Dar al-Salam strives to be on the platform of exalted
houses that honor orphans.

The fund for student support has been drastically
reduced due the increase in number of students as
well as the world-wide food cost increase. $220 will
cover the cost of supporting one student for an entire
wear (this equals 60 cents a day). If you would like to
sponsor one student, we will keep you updated with
that student’s progress, Dar al-Salam also acts as a
base for humanitarian efforts which include:

Charity (Zakat and collection and
wells and running water for
impoverished people

Financially assisting those in need of medical care
Construction of dwellings for the poor, and
Distribution of Udhiyvya sacrifices.
